6. participation in a regional competition between 24-hour care units for senior
citizens and people with disabilities and independent living homes.

6. Target group: people with disabilities, elderly citizens living in independent
shared housing.

7. Brief description of the project activities:
In the Ivyevsky district, two independent shared living homes were




established in the village of Krivichi and the agro-town of Tsentralnaya, where 18
citizens in difficult life situations live, including 8 disabled people of groups I and
II. The average pension is 668 rubles. Food, electricity, utility bills, clothing,
footwear, and personal hygiene products are covered by the individual's own
funds.

Installing raised beds on the property of a self-sufficient shared residence
will allow you to:

to create a favorable environment for active longevity, rehabilitation, and
improving the quality of life of senior citizens and people with disabilities; to
enrich the diet with locally grown vegetables and thereby save some money on
food purchases;

improve the area and make plant care more convenient, reducing the strain
on the backs of the elderly and disabled.

Installing metal flower beds will create cozy spaces that will contribute to
improving your psycho-emotional state and physical well-being.

Installing a garden swing with a shade canopy will create a functional
recreation area protected from precipitation and sun, increase comfort on the
property, and enhance its landscape design.

Equipping a space within a residential community to restore physical and
mental functions through active work activities will enable people with disabilities
and the elderly to adapt to everyday life by practicing self-care skills and fine
motor skills.
